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The Blue Tit

The blue tit is one of the most common British garden birds.
If you have a bird feeder then this small, brightly coloured
species will almost certainly be one of your most regular
visitors.

The blue tit has a white face and wears a blue ‘hat’ and a
black ‘superhero’ mask. Its wings and tail are blue-grey and
it has a yellow chest.

If you can remember the blue hat and black mask, then
you’ll never mistake the blue tit for its larger cousin the
great tit, whose head is entirely black from the eyes
upwards.
